· an invention that has significantly impacted the Texas Gulf Coast area, or

· an invention that was developed in the Texas Gulf Coast area, or

· an invention made by an inventor now living in the Texas Gulf Coast area.

3. Identify any known litigation, interference or other proceeding that involves or involved the invention(s) or patent(s). The committee will not consider inventions based on patents: (a) currently in litigation (including re​examination, reissue, and interference proceedings) or (b) that have been held unenforceable or invalid.

4. Nominators must be HIPLA members. Any member may make any number of nominations.
